 Joy Rasinôs home is known as Flowerside Inn.  It was built in 
1899 by Simeon B. Chapin, a stock broker in Chicago (later New 
York) and was owned by Mr. Chapin and his family until 1955. It 
is among the few Lake Geneva homes that still survive from the 
1800ôs.  Designed by Chicago architects Wilson and Marshall, it 
is a blending of American and English Country style homes and 
is surrounded even today by  extensive gardens.  The home is 
quite spacious with a large screened in porch, and several  
multipurpose rooms for dining and relaxing. The living room is 
70 feet in length and 30 feet wide, and at one time housed the 
largest organ in Wisconsin.
